Silverdale State Bank, was the first masonry building in Silverdale. It was decided to
divide the cost of construction with the bank pledging $2600; the drugstore, $1900, and the
butcher shop $1700.

The designer of the building was, Bertram Henry Branch, who in 1910, had finished his
apprenticeship, school at the University of London, and received membership in the Royal
Academy of London. After WW-I, he and his wife, Amy Frances ‘Moore’ came to Charleston to
visit her parents and decided to settle in the Northwest. A. J. Schold was the master carpenter
over the project.

The building included Anton Berg’s Butcher Shop/Delicatessen in the middle and Dr.
Gage’s Drug Store & Post Office on the east end.

Dr. Gage, who had the drug store in 1919, cared for patients in a back room. Gage
sold the drugstore to Martenson, who in 1925, sold to Ed Nelson, and it became Nelson’s
Drug Store with a fountain. Then it became Silverdale Sundry Store when turmoil erupted as
result of Nelson not being a licensed druggist. Nelson moved the drug store to the ‘Breeze’
building on Highway-21 (Silverdale Way) in 1957 before selling out.

Timeline

1919-Silverdale State Bank. Albert Brygger, a Seattle and Poulsbo banker, with Mads Thuesen
and Bob Robbins were the instigators of Silverdale State Bank. First Board Members were;
Soren H. Berg, Charles E. Greaves, A. Brygger, R. Robbins and William Thaanum, who missed



the initial meeting. It was the first masonry building in Silverdale and still in use today. The
building included Dr. Gage’s Drug Store on east end, and Berg’s Butcher Shop in the middle.

$797.16 and never got caught.

Nelson’s Drug Store Renovation Continues

Renovations and expansion of Nelson’ Drug Store has progressed to a point where
merchandise is being moved into the new addition; moving will continue in preparation for
renovation of the rest of the store. The Drug store is open for business even though work
continues.

Ed Nelson, proprietor of the establishment, came to Silverdale from Kansas with his
parents, in 1911. In the years previous to the purchase of the drug store, he was employed in
various capacities. He was employed in the Navy Yard; at one time carried mail on the Port
Orchard Rural Route. He was in the service for two years in World War-1. After the war he was
employed as bookkeeper by a merchandise concern owned by A. M. Waage. When Waage sold
out to R. L. Robbins, Mr. Nelson was retained as head clerk by the new owner.

In 1925 Mr. Nelson bought the drug store from Ray Stout and Chris Mortonsen and has
carried on the business since, adding new lines of merchandise from time to time.

He married Dorothy Peake in Puyallup in 1932 and the couple took up residence in the
home now owned by the Stuart Fraziers. Four years ago, the Nelsons with their two children,
Janice and Jerry, moved into the former Robbins home which they purchased at that time.

The Nelson Drug Store employs four clerks in addition to Mr. Nelson, they are: Mrs.
Elmo Hensrud, Miss Shirley Berg, Miss Donna Anderson and Miss Pat Wilson.

Silverdale State Bank Enlarges Quarters
The Silverdale State Bank has recently taken over the rooms previously occupied by
Nelson’s Sundries, thus doubling its office space.



It is planned to have more counter room and working space and enlarged lobby. There
will also be a separate room for the use of safe deposit box holders and for use of customers in
general, as well as much needed storage room for supplies, etc.

It will be some time before the alterations are completed; in the meantime, it is hoped that
the work may be done with as little inconvenience to customers and employees as possible.

The Silverdale State Bank is now thirty-five years old, has grown from a small total
$50,000 in deposits to its present total assets of more than $800,000, and from only one
employee to six.

However, the bank had until now occupied no more space than when originally organized
in 1919, so it became imperative to make a general enlargement of its quarters.

The bank has been under the same management for thirty-two years.

Silverdale State Bank Then and Now

The Silverdale State Bank was incorporated and opened for business in 1919, thirty-six
years ago with R. L. Robbins as Cashier and Manager. C. E. Greaves, A. J. Schold, S. H. Berg,
R. L. Robbins and Mads Thuesen, all residents of Silverdale were directors.

The bank erected its present building on land which it bought from Mrs. Emma Linn. At
that time the bank in common with the Silverdale community lacked a great deal in the line of
modern conveniences. There was no electric lights, water or sewer system.

Mr. Gordon, the present manager, was in those days also postmaster, and it was his duty
to be on hand each morning to tie up the mail for dispatch on the 6:45 boat for Seattle and way
points. He was then usually on the job until six in the evening, which was rather a long day
compared with present customary working hours.

For a while he took care of the bank and post office alone until noon, then a young lady,
Miss Thelma Berg, now Mrs. Lawrence Schold assisted in the afternoon.

At the time the band equipment consisted of a worn-out typewriter, adding machine,
small desk and a wood heating stove. However, there was, and is, a good modern manganese
safe and roomy vault. All bookkeeping was done with the old pen and ink, but as the bank
seldom had more than fifteen or twenty deposits and a proportionate number of checks to handle
it was managed without difficulty.

Business was begun with a capital investment of $1 6,500 and about $40,000 in deposits.
This has increased to a present capital set up of $90,000 and total resources of nearly $900,000.

Mr. Gordon, the President, bought an interest in the bank in 1922 and since that time has
been its manager, which probably make him the elder banker in Kitsap County insofar as
continuous management of one institution is concerned.

It might be noted that in 1933, when all banks in the country were closed by government
decree during the so-called “Bank Holiday” the Silverdale Bank was rated “Sound” by the
banking authorities and authorized to open on an unrestricted basis, without waivers of any sort
being asked of its depositors.

Present officers of the bank are E. A. Borge, Chairman of the Board and Vice President;
R. E. Gordon, President; R. W. Gordon, Cashier and Mrs. Helen Peterson Assistant Cashier and
four other assistants, Helen Gordon and Ellen Hopkins, full time, Irene Parker and Verneta
Johnson, part time.



The Board of Directors consists of E. A. Borgen, R. E. Gordon, Wm. R. Greaves, Theo
B. Hilstad and Henry Peterson. The bank is entirely home owned, no stock being held by any
one not living in Kitsap County.

During the past year the banking quarters have been more than doubled in space, modern
fixtures, lighting, heating and plumbing installed, all of which adds greatly to the comfort and
convenience of the bank personnel and customers.

The officers and directors of the bank have endeavored at all time to serve the community
efficiently and faithfully and they extend their very sincere thanks to the people of Silverdale and
adjacent communities for their very loyal patronage.
